Sanctified by GuruTeg Bahadur i, this Gurdwara
in Humanyupur village is the place where he
once stood and blessed the village to prosper.
Sant Shiv Charan Das, a resident of the village
invited the Guru to his house and served him
with great honour.

Gurdwara Amb Sahib

The holy shrine in Phase 8, Mohali is directly
associated with Shri Guru Har Rai Sahib Ji and
GuruArjan Dev |i.The complex has a miraculous
mango tree which by the blessings of Guru Har
Rai Sahib Ji bears juicy fruits throughout the year,
even in winters! Counted among the most
revered pilgrimages in Punjab, Amb Sahib
distributes the mangoes of this tree as prasad.

Gurdwara Angitha Sahib

The white marble Gurdwara used to be the
penance ground of great souls like Bhagat
Kuram Ji Maharaj, Sant Baba Ishar Singh Ji
Maharaj, Shri Guru Har Rai Sahib i and Sant
Baba Atar Singh Ji Maharaj. Their devotion has
been reflected in the holy Gurbani.

Gurdwara Shri Singh Shaheedan

This Gurdwara is in the memory of martyrdom
of Jathedar Hanuman Singh and 500 Sikhs who
won martyrdom at this place fighting against
British forces during Anglo-Sikh Wars. Wooden
shoes of martyrs have been preserved here. A

The celebrated Sikh combatant, Baba Banda Singh Bahadur is highly revered for his
bravery. He attained great fame for winning a crucial battle against Wazir Khan and the
Mughal forces in May 1710 alongwith his Guru Gobind Singh Ji.A huge statue in Mohali
city stands as a commemoration to the great soldier. At a few minutes walk lies
Chappar Chiri, the historical location where this battle was fought. The beautiful

monument Fateh Burj stands here surrounded by lush greenery; it is counted among
the tallest such structures in the country and world.
